We have experienced some troubles on the bulbs for nitrogen, argon and carbon dioxide
cylinders in the past race events. When you discharge the gas from cylinders,_

DO NOT attach inappropriate sized connectors to the cylinder bulbs.

We have observed some cylinders bulbs broken in the past, they were wrong screwed

and connected inappropriate connector sizes. This caused backflowatmosphere

(i.e. mixture of nitrogen, oxygen, argon and carbon dioxide) into the cylinderafter they

are returned, then brought troubles at pumping in new gas for next customers in the factory.
To avoid this trouble, we request competitors to attach proper size connector. We wish you
help on this operation.

> If you broke the cylinders, you have to pay for it.
